The High Holidays for this year have just concluded,
and we are entering into the cycle of the Shalosh Regalim (the three pilgrimage
Festivals) with the first one now being celebrated, Sukkot. Our congregational year is
in full flight.

THE RABBI’S DESK

It is truly Autumn! The temperatures have (finally!) fallen, the leaves are changing,
and there is a nip in the air - | can even see my breath in the morning. What a glorious
season! © Don’t forget to change your clocks on Saturday October 29™ — we Fall
Back and lose an hour as we end Daylight Savings Time!

THE CALENDAR & HOLIDAYS

| think all of us remember that the evening of October 3™ and the day of October 4™
was the first day of Rosh Hashanah! That means it was also Rosh Chodesh for the
month of Tishrei, and the beginning of the year 5766 as counted on the Jewish
calendar. Sukkot started the evening of October 17", and ran until the 24", when we
reached, in order, Hoshanah Rabah (the Great Hosanna), Shemini Atzeret (the Eighth
day of Gathering/Tarrying), and Simchat Torah (Rejoicing in the Torah). Our service
for Sukkot was held on the 21%, and for Simchat Torah on the 28". (The religious
school celebrated Sukkot on the 16™ and Simchat Torah on the 23.)

The month of Cheshvan begins on the evening of November 2" and runs until
December 1% (Rosh Chodesh - the new month start - for Cheshvan falls on November
2" and 3. The month is often referred to as Mar-Cheshvan /bitter Cheshvan because
there are no holidays in it, especially after Tishrei when the month is simply full of
holidays.) The only holidays in Cheshvan are Shabbat, Rosh Chodesh, and
Thanksgiving (Yum!). Of course, Thanksgiving was modeled after the Biblical holiday
of Sukkot (our Harvest festival) by the Pilgrims, so we are just taking advantage of this
additional secular opportunity to offer our thanks to G-d (and to have a great feast!).
JEWISH LIFECYCLE: BENTSCHING GOMEL, PIDYON HABEN/HABAT

I should start out with an acknowledgment that this can only be a brief overview of this
topic, and overall, of the life cycle. It is impossible to cover everything that could be
said in the confines of an article. Instead, | urge you to come to an adult education
class, or contact me for more details. If 1 don’t keep this article within reasonable
bounds, the bulletin editor is likely to come after me with a two-by-four! © [It’s true.
Ed.]
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This month we look at Bentsching Gomel (praying the prayer, acknowledging and
offering thanks for being spared), and Pidyon Haben/ Habat (Redemption of the child).
Gomel
Historically, childbirth was a very dangerous event. Infant mortality was extremely
high, but just as terrifying was the fact that women often died in or just after childbirth.
Given the lack of knowledge concerning microorganisms, and the dearth of resources
such as antibiotics and sterile dressings, anything that went awry during a delivery
could be deadly. Consequently, when a woman gave birth, and survived, it was seen as
an event for which thanks should be offered to G-d, just as for someone who survived a
physical attack, a serious illness, or a long (and dangerous) journey. The Gomel prayer
is recited when one is called up to the Torah for an Aliyah (going up). At the end of the
blessing after the reading of the Torah, Gomel is added. It is very short, and the text of
the blessing and the response by the congregation read as follows:
Person having the Aliyah:

Baruch Atah adonay eloheynu melech ha’olam shegomel lechayavim tovot

shegmalani kol tov.

Blessed are you, Lord, our God, Ruler of the Universe, who bestows good to the

living and who has dealt great goodness upon me.

Baruch atah adonay eloheynu melech ha’olam shehechiyanu vikiyamanu

vehigianu lazman hazeh.

Blessed are you, Lord, our God, Ruler of the Universe, for giving us life, for

sustaining us, and for enabling us to reach this day.
Congregational Response:

Mi shegmalcha kol tuv hu yigmalcha kol tov selah.

May the One who has been gracious (or shown kindness) to you continue to favor

you with all that is good (show kindness to you) forever.
Traditionally, the husband or father of the woman would be the one called up and he
would recite the blessing. Today, in our egalitarian approach to services, a woman is
empowered to recite Gomel for herself. This is a lovely custom, a way of expressing
gratitude on the part of the person reciting Gomel, and an acknowledgment of that
person’s experience by the congregation.
Pidyon HaBen or Habat (Redemption of the Child)
We should remember that G-d declared that all first borns belonged to G-d in the Torah
when the firstborn of the Israelites were spared from the tenth plague, the death of the
firstborn in Egypt (Bamidbar/Numbers 8:17). Later, the privilege of serving G-d was
removed from the firstborn and given to the Levites, after the sin of the golden calf.
Still, the firstborn “belong” to G-d, so it was necessary to ‘redeem’ them from this
requirement of Temple service by purchasing their “freedom’ from it. According to the
Torah, one was to pay five shekels of silver to redeem a child, by paying a Kohen (one
of the priests, a descendant of Aaron, and therefore a Levite) to take the child’s place.
The ceremony usually was to take place on the thirty-first day of life (or later - a child
is not a fully viable human being until after they live thirty days in Jewish tradition).
The ritual is a formal declaration by the parent that they wish to redeem the child from
service, and in place of the child offer the money stated in the Torah. The Kohen
accepts the money and releases the child to the parent, then offers a blessing for the
child. It is a very brief ceremony, but longer than can be included here in full. I think it
can be a very moving ritual as the parent in effect acknowledges that this child, the first
born, is a gift from G-d, and acts to acknowledge that gift, and seeks to take
‘responsibility’ for the child.
Traditionally, only a firstborn male was redeemed, and only if it was the first born child
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to that mother. Today, some choose to redeem firstborn female children as well. Only a
child that is born naturally is considered firstborn — one born by Caesarean section is
not. Only the first child of that mother can qualify — later born children, even in the
case of an earlier miscarriage or a stillbirth, are not considered firstborn.

Five silver dollars are generally considered the equivalent of the five silver shekels,
though some use a five dollar bill or five one dollar bills, or other silver coins. If the
parent does not redeem the firstborn, the firstborn child may choose to redeem him or
her self when the child comes of age. Firstborn children of a Levite or Kohen mother or
father are exempt from redemption — they are dedicated to service to G-d and are not
allowed to *buy’ their way out.

Next month we will look at the topics of the Wimpel, Upscherenish, and some thoughts
on Education of the Child.

TZEDAKAH (Righteous Action)

Given the magnitude of the natural disaster and consequent tragedies of the events on
the Gulf Coast, in India & Pakistan, and in so many other places around the world, and
the incredible needs of those involved, it is incumbent on each of us to do what we can
to assist. You can donate funds that will be sure to be applied for those in need by
going to www.jdc.org, Www.ujc.org, Www.mazon.org, or at www.urj.org. There are
also opportunities to donate goods and even efforts in some cases. More information
will be forthcoming about congregational initiatives. Be on the lookout for the
SHORTY youth group effort to collect funds and items to send cleaning supplies to
those affected by hurricanes Katrina and Rita. Also, they will be seeking gently used or
new children’s books to be given to children in pediatrician’s offices.

At the same time, | urge you to give not only to victims of these natural disasters, as
needy and deserving as they are. Remember that there are others closer to home who
also have real need. Please continue to support First Step, the Food Bank of the Blue
Ridge, the Free clinic, and the many other worthwhile organizations that help those in
need in our own area. Our tradition is that we must help those near at hand first, and
then reach out to those at a distance. | am proud to say that the Jewish community has
always stepped up to do what is necessary to support the less fortunate — I am sure that
you will do so again now.

Religious School

From the Rabbi: The Religious school has been using the new curricula, both Chai and
Mitkadem, and from what | can see, this seems to have helped to focus and direct our
energies and efforts more productively.

I am instructing Daled and Gimel Hebrew, along with the teachers for those grades,
Lisa Solod and Sarah Stein. | think that is working out well. I am impressed with the
students and how fast they are absorbing what we are covering. Daled Judaics is
working on Tanakh, looking at Prophets and studying some interesting things. Daled
Hebrew is moving rapidly and steadily through the lower level of the self-paced
workbooks, and I am planning to try to have them all move to the next level of
materials in November. As part of Hebrew, we have been discussing grammatical and
linguistic structures, including gendered languages, persons and plurals, the trilateral
root system of Hebrew, the rudiments of the binyanim, and the use of roots with ranges
of meaning to form concepts and words, and looking for those structures and words in
the liturgy. | am planning to begin something similar but at an appropriate level in the
Gimel class, now that | have established the framework with Daled. The assemblies |
have been leading for Gimel and Daled have been a time to focus on running through
parts of the liturgy, and to initiate some discussions about issues such as kashrut,
specific holiday themes and rituals, and the calendar. For the younger classes,
assemblies have been practicing parts of the liturgy, talking a little about holidays, and

having stories and conversations about holidays and Jewish ideas. | have not empha-
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sized music or singing in the assemblies because the children are working in those
areas with Roberta Stein instructing them in the music sessions, which is going very
well.

Following
the attack on Pearl Harbor, Japan’s grip on China tightened considerably, but by then
Shanghai was already filled with nearly 20,000 Jewish people. This film is one of
culture shock and adjustment.

A five session Introduction to Hebrew course will begin in November. The purpose of
this course is to learn or brush up on the AlefBet in order to be able to sound out/read
Hebrew.

The goal is for those taking this short course to be able
to enter an Intermediate Hebrew group, learning to read more fluently and gaining
some vocabulary towards understanding the prayers.

JEWISH LECTURE & DISCUSSION SERIES

workshops as part of the Jewish Lecture & Discussion Series. The topic is Planning
Ahead: Jewish Thoughts on End of Life Preparations — Planning for One’s Own
Death, Funeral, And Legacy.

Those attending will be given a
checklist/form they can use to write directions to their loved ones for the type of
funeral arrangements they wish to have followed.

The second session will be on December 11™ at Temple House of Israel 7 to 9 pm
and will focus on End of Life issues and include such things as durable powers of
attorney for medical issues and living wills, with the intent that those attending will be
able to make choices and have the means to convey those choices to their loved ones.
The third session will be at 7 to 9 pm at Beth El on January 15", and will cover the

concept of Ethical Wills. We will discuss the sorts of things that might be included,
and try to provide a format for those attending to use in writing their own ethical will.
